As hundreds of people descend 

upon the streets of Thermopolis 
Friday evening to check in for 
the Thermopolis 3-on-3 Basket-
ball Tournament, it will be Hot 
Springs County’s time to shine. 

Event organizer World Events 
reported last week 125 teams 
from around the region pre-
registered to enjoy two days of 
hoops Saturday and Sunday in 
the downtown area. The number 
of teams registered so far is ap-
proaching the 2010 tournament, 
which had 215 teams registered 
the week leading up to the tour-
nament. The final tally for the 
2010 tournament was 241 teams.

High gas prices aren’t a con-
cern for the chamber with the 
number of teams registered for 
the tournament. Both the cham-
ber and World Events know from 
experience how people will wait 
until the last minute to decide to 
go to the tournament. 

Plans are in the works to set 
up Friday, which the Nation-
al Weather Service in River-
ton predicts to be a sunny day 
with a high of 72 degrees. The 
extended forecast for Saturday 
and Sunday each call for sunny 
days with highs in the low 70s, 
as of Tuesday. 

Michelle Lue, interim director 
of the Thermopolis-Hot Springs 
Chamber of Commerce, said 
there won’t be much deviation in 
the 3-on-3 from what has taken 
place in the past. This will be 
Lue’s first tournament as execu-
tive director. 

Lue believes the town now has 
a personal stake in the 3-on-3. 
She thinks it is a prime oppor-
tunity to show people from other 
communities such as Casper, Ri-
verton, Billings, Mont., and the 
various other places where play-
ers come from that Thermopolis 
is a thriving tourism-centered 
community and not one that is 
suffering, which has been what 
they have been led to believe 
from some media outlets. 

“It’s a prime time to prove this 
town is thriving and not a ghost 
town,” Lue said.

Community involvement
The chamber already has a 

list of volunteers to help with the 
check-in Friday evening and set 
up banners, but they are still in 
need of more people to volunteer 
to help keep score and referee 
the tournament. 

The chamber board also will 
allow volunteers in an athletic 
trainer program to use the op-
portunity to get some experience 
under the supervision of HSCHS 
athletic trainer Brandon Dero-

medi during the tournament, 
Lue said. 

Based on second-hand infor-
mation, Lue thought there would 
be at least three downtown busi-
nesses closed during the 3-on-
3, but there will be many other 
businesses open, and 11 vendors 
will set up on Fifth Street west 
of Bicentennial Park.

Lue is optimistic about the 
community involvement with 
the tournament this year given 
the community’s willingness to 
step up and donate money to the 
cause in December and January. 
The chamber lacked the money it 
needed to pay for the first $6,250 
contractual payment to World 
Events to provide the equipment 
and logistics for the tournament. 

“The people really rallied be-
cause they really like the event,” 
Lue said. 

 
Chamber support

Lue said there is a misconcep-
tion out there that the chamber 
makes money hand over fist dur-
ing the 3-on-3, when in reality 
they don’t. 

Each team registered submits 
a $130 fee, and the chamber gets 
$40 from the fee, not the entire 
amount. So, the money the cham-
ber will make on the tournament 
will depend on the number of 
teams participating in the event. 

After the tournament, the 
chamber will have most of the 
expenses for restrooms, clean-up 
and other miscellaneous items. It 
also will need to pay the second 
contractual payment of $6,250 
to World Events. 

This year, the chamber will 
man one of two trailers provided 
by PepsiCo, to raise money for 
operating expenses. 

The chamber hopes to be able 
to get by on the money earned 
from the 3-on-3 until July, when 
many of its members will be due 
on their membership. However, 
the board also is trying to ramp 
up recruitment of new mem-
bers in the meantime in order 
to get some additional income, 
Lue said. 

The board recently approached 
the Thermopolis Town Council to 
ask for any monetary support the 
town could give the chamber as 
it considers its 2011-12 budget. 
It also plans to approach the Hot 
Springs County Commission to 
make the same request.

Lue is the only employee for 
the chamber and she is the only 
person manning the Visitor’s 
Center during the day as people 
travel through the town or call to 
get information about the area. 

But with just one person 
manning the chamber, an in-
volved board of directors, 3-on-
3 volunteers and the downtown 
businesses, Lue is confident the 
people of Thermopolis and Hot 
Springs County will prove to 
its neighbors the insinuations 
of Thermopolis’ suffering have 
been exaggerated, and the town 
is happy to have them visit the 
community and see how alive it 
really is.

School students are presenting 
their spring musical this week, 
Godspell, based on the biblical 
writings from the Gospel of Mat-
thew.

Tuesday was opening night; 
however, the community still has 
this evening (Thursday) and Fri-
day night as well to see the un-
conventional musical.

“The kids have had fun with 
the 70s clothes and vibe, but have 
also learned a lot just about the 
stories that they are telling,” di-
rector Eric Kay said.

Godspell, written in 1969, 
opened off Broadway in 1971 and 
features several musical num-
bers, including “Day by Day,” 
which climbed the musical charts 
in the early 1970s.

Cyle Hart has been cast to por-
tray Jesus with Devin Knight in 
a dual role as Judas/John the 
Baptist.

Covering several parables 
from the Gospel of Matthew, the 
performance ends with the Last 
Supper and the crucifixion. The 
crucifixion scene is presented in 
a unique way not seen in the au-
ditorium before.

“This is the first musical I’ve 
directed in a long time,” Kay said. 
“I’m glad I did it.

“I felt more like a facilitator 
than a director. With Dustin (Ol-
sen) helping with music, Jennie 
(Chamberlain) helping with chore-
ography, Jenny (Manning) helping 
so much with the costumes, and

of course Ron Philips working 
his usual magic with the set, 
often times I found myself just 
standing back and watching.”

Philips created a circus tent 
to fill the stage for the perfor-
mance, using ideas from his 

own work on the show in Eu-
rope.

“This is also the first show 
I’ve done with an assistant di-
rector,” Kay  said. “Robert Kelly 
is a great asset to the program 
already. He went through my 

program years ago and went 
on to Casper College to per-
form there as well. His help 
has been invaluable.”

Rain raises risk of flooding, rock slides

While no one could necessarily claim the 
1.35 inches of rain that fell Monday and 
Tuesday in Thermopolis was a bad thing for 
the dry ground, there may be some problems 
later on down the road, including flooding 
and falling rock in the Wind River Canyon. 

According to the official record by the Na-
tional Weather Service in Riverton, Ther-
mopolis received .25 inches of rain on Mon-
day and 1.1 inches of rain Tuesday. 

None of the rain caused any immediate 
flooding and seemed to soak into the ground, 
said Bill Gordon, Hot Springs County Emer-
gency Management coordinator. 

Gordon is more worried about the week-
end, particularly on Sunday and Monday, 

when higher than normal temperatures and 
high winds forecasted for the mountains may 
cause snow to melt at an accelerated rate, 
causing potential for flooding in drainages 
west of Thermopolis.

“It’s like putting a fan on a snowball,” 
Gordon said. 

Areas of concern include Owl Creek, Cot-
tonwood Creek and Gooseberry Creek. Gor-
don reminds anyone living in those vicini-
ties, or any other drainage, to keep an eye 
on the flow for potential flooding. If they see 
any flooding, Gordon asks them to report 
it immediately to the Hot Springs County 
Sheriff’s Office at 864-2622. 

 Gordon added the county would make 
available places where residents can pick up 

sandbags if they are worried about potential 
flooding. He asks residents to pay attention 
to Code Red updates and bulletins to find out 
where to pick up the sandbags. 

He also wanted to remind motorists not 
to drive through any flowing water. 

Motorists also are reminded to watch out 
for fallen rock in the canyon. During and af-
ter rainfall is when falling rock becomes a 
concern because the mud and erosion may 
loosen the rock, allowing it to fall down into 
the canyon, said Cody Beers, Wyoming De-
partment of Transportation spokesman. 

“It’s that time of year,” Beers said. 
To his knowledge, Beers said there were 

no rock slides in the canyon during the most 
recent rainstorm.

Motor vehicle traffic will be restricted in the Thermopo-
lis downtown area Saturday and Sunday during the 3-on-3 
Basketball Tournament. 
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
